A Member of the Congregation

Any safeguarding concerns or allegations must
be immediately reported to the Christ Church
Safeguarding Officer or the Diocesan Safeguardin
Adviser. Be assured that all matters will %e dealt
with as confidentially as possible by the Church,
and reported to the police and/or social services
as required, in order to protect those who are
vulnerable from harm.
